Letter from our Rector:

Dear friends,

| am writing from Spring Harvest, a Christian conference of about 15,000 people per
week (over two sites). It is an incredibly encouraging time to come together with other
Christians both young and old. This week we will be studying the book of Malachi.
Malachi was a minor prophet who wrote to God's people probably at about 460BC.

He writes to a group of people who have lost the love of their God and are just going
through the motions of their religion. They are practising their worship in the temple
but they are not giving their best to God and their religion has become tired and boring
to them.

They know that God exists but the spark from their relationship with God has gone.
Perhaps many of us feel that way? We believe in God (perhaps only just) but don't get
around to praying or reading the bible or maybe going to church.

Malachi writes to tell the people that God is sending his messenger ahead of him. What
great news for the people of the time. What great news for us too. As you read this we
will have just celebrated Easter. At Easter we remember the resurrection of Jesus. We
remember that Jesus was not just the greatest ever prophet to have lived, but that
actually he was God too and, just as he said he would, he returned from the dead.

Our religion can so easily become tired and dead - but let us remember again that the
day of the Lord has come and that through Jesus Christ we may know the God of the
universe ourselves, and let’s try to get back to some of the excitement of knowing God
ourselves.

Lilies come in all
heights from those small enough for rockeries to 10ft. They grow well in pots but need
to be repotted each year. These can be used to fill gaps in the garden or as patio show
plants. They require frequent feeding. When buying them make sure there is no grey
mould around the bulbs. They are easily propagated by planting small bulblets from the
stem or peeling off sections around the bulbs.

A donation from this will
go towards financing the landscape garden around the New Village Hall. Thank you to
all who organised the raffle and hampers.

Malcolm Brownsword will give a talk on ‘Pleiones — Easy to grow Windowsill Orchids’
on 18" April.

To help return to normal life, money is needed to provide Finlay with a specially
adapted wheelchair that will also allow him to participate in sports.

The Government has decided that responsibility for concessionary travel should move
from District Councils to County Councils.

From Ist April 201 | the administration of the concessionary travel scheme (free bus
passes, travel tokens and railcards) in Oxfordshire moved from the five local districts to
Oxfordshire County Council, under one set of rules.

Previously all arrangements for the administration of the concessionary travel scheme
in West Oxfordshire were carried out by West Oxfordshire District Council.

As a result of this change, travel tokens and railcards will be stopped and a free bus
pass issued instead.

Any unused travel tokens will be valid until UO #2.:4 LMOL

Bus passes will continue to be issued from the WODC Town Centre Shop, Welch
Way, Witney. If you apply in person they can take a digital photograph free of charge.
You need to take proof of age to support the application: pension book, birth
certificate, passport or driving licence, and proof of residency.

Senior citizen and disabled passes will now be valid from 0900-2300 Monday - Friday
and at any time on weekends and bank holidays for local journeys starting in all five of
the Oxfordshire districts.

Monday-Friday this is 30 minutes earlier than previously for residents of the Vale of
White Horse District and Cherwell District. There is no change for Oxford City, West
Oxfordshire District and South Oxfordshire District.

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The team has carried out a number of speed checks across the neighbourhood and
have included the A44 Woodstock by Churchill Gate, Lower Road Church
Hanborough, Church Road Long Hanborough and Killingworth Castle between
Wootton and Glympton. All these have 30mph zones and we found that the majority of
offending drivers were local residents.

Warning letters will be sent out to those drivers caught exceeding the limit and should
they re-offend then the police will visit your home address as a final warning. We will
also be visiting locations with the laser speed device and in these instances where
drivers are caught, £60 fixed penalty tickets are immediately issued and three points
put on your driving licence.

If you have any concerns regarding speeding issues where you live, please contact the
neighbourhood team.
